Our opening night includes Jeffie Was Here which follows the unpredictable journey of one 
couple’s road trip with a peculiar stranger. We're also excited to present Biker Fox, the story of Frank P. 
DeLazarele III, aka Biker Fox, Tulsa’s misunderstood motivational bicyclist, nature conservationist, and 
muscle car guru. Saturday showcases two environmental themed films Tapped, which examines the 
bottled water industry’s effects on our society, and Dive! about the world of dumpster diving and the ugly 
truth about waste in America. That night will also feature two screenings of The Rock’n’Roll Dreams of 
Duncan Christopher, a carbon- neutral film produced in Tulsa. And our closing film is Special When Lit, 
which rediscovers the lure of a lost pop icon: pinball. Other films in our line-up include Race Team,  
Beyond the Pole,The Wayman Tisdale Story, and Divorcing God.
